The
lower-division social work courses taught on 2+2 campuses have received approval via the formal agreement with the
program.

Students transferring to West Virginia University with an Associate of Arts, Associate of Science, or Associate of Applied
Science degree will have satisfied the General Education Foundation requirements at WVU.
