Students	have	the	option	of	completing	some	minor	courses	either	during	a	regular	semester	or	to	take	a	couple	of	
courses	in	the	summer.		Students	should	work	with	their	faculty	advisor	to	plan	for	their	academic	success.		

Students	completing	degrees	in	WVU’s	Eberly	College	of	Arts	and	Sciences	are	encouraged	to	work	with	their	
advisors	to	integrate	completion	of	an	academic	minor	or	minors	into	their	programs	of	study,	to	the	degree	allowed	
within	elective	hours.
